Justine Cooper Leopards (Panthera pardus), Congo 1911 (from ‘Saved by 
science’ series) 2005
Justine Cooper’s photographs explore the contrasts between museum 
specimens, the sterile interior of museum storage areas and the organisation of 
the objects in the museum context. She created the series after completing a 
residency at the Museum of National History, New York, in 2004.

Yang Zhenzhong Light and easy no. 15 2002
The images that Yang Zhenzhong chooses to include in his computer-altered 
photographs have a particular status in Chinese society. These include important 
buildings. He turns these upside down to change their meaning and to reveal the 
contradictions of urban life.

Hong Hao Long March in Panjiayuan A 2004
Photography in China was largely for propaganda or utilitarian purposes until the 
1990s. Hong Hao uses photography to reflect on the legacy of the Communist 
Revolution (1966–76) amid a rapidly changing China. He has scanned objects 
and Mao memorabilia such as propaganda materials from the historical Long 
March, including maps, drawings, pamphlets, photographs and badges.

Rashid Rana Ommatidia III / Shah Rukh Khan 2004
Bollywood superstars such as Shah Rukh Khan are popular in both India and 
Pakistan. In the ‘Ommatidia’ series, images of these film stars are constructed 
from photographs of Pakistani men, asserting that the dreams of ordinary men 
help sustain the fame of superstars. Despite political conflict, India and Pakistan’s 
shared cultural passions are not divided by geographical borders.

Yoo Seung-ho yodeleheeyoo! 2006
The tiny brushstrokes that cover the surfaces of Yoo Seung-ho’s paintings are 
actually thousands of tiny symbols that make up the traditional Korean script 
called Hangul. The artist considers this use of language as a kind of poetry 
— playing a game with the purpose of letters in language (to create meanings) by 
focusing on using the letters to create patterns.

Anish Kapoor Void (#13) 1991–92
Anish Kapoor’s sculptures are made from a variety of materials, from powdered 
pigment and fibreglass to stone and polished aluminium. These materials 
result in ambiguous, illusory objects, which draw our attention to the difficulty in 
classifying forms and spaces around us. Kapoor’s sculptures offer very different 
approaches to seeing the world.
